Paragraph 2: 
What is the issue/problem involved? What might have caused this problem, and what impact might it have in the country, region, world? How does this relate to an AP World History theme (or multiple themes) and historical events currently being studied or having been studied in our class? 
Paragraph 3: 

What is the Point of View of this article?  Why?  Do you think the author emphasized certain facts over others? What is the tone used in the article? How do the author’s credentials impact the article POV?
Paragraph 4: 

List the similarities and differences between the current event and (any) historical event mentioned in paragraph 2. Then write a thesis statement that compares and contrasts the two events.
