 Overview

One of the historical skills that students in Modern World History will learn and apply over the course of this year is assessing change and continuity over time.  In this group project, students will be asked to assess change and continuity over time in one of the following themes during the time frame 1850 to 1950:

Gender Roles
   Political Systems
Economic Systems
Technology
Demography
Project Requirements
Each group will create the following for this project:

1. CCOT Chart 



20 Points
· Use the included template as your guide for the completion of this chart.  Each group will be responsible for making enough copies of this chart for the rest of the class; this will be distributed to the class on presentation day.

· Charts should be typed on A4 sized paper.

· Group names, theme, era should all be clearly identified at the top of the chart.
2. Power Point Presentation

20 Points
· This presentation should summarize the main results of your group’s research. 

· It should contain a title slide with names, theme, and time frame

· A slide each for (1) characteristics, (1) examples of these characteristics, (1) changes, (1) continuities, and (1) reasons why for both continuities and changes
· Part of this assessment will be on the power point itself and part will be on the actual presentation. Refer to the rubric for specific criteria.  
3. Annotated Bibliography

20 points
· It must contain at least 3 sources in addition to the course textbook.  Only one (1) source can be an encyclopedia.  Check with Mr. Greer if you are unsure of the kind of source your group is using.  
· After each source is cited MLA style, a brief description of the source (the annotation) must be included in paragraph form where your group explains how information from the listed source was used in your chart and or presentation power point.  

· It must be typed, on A4 sized paper, with all group names.  
· If no bibliography is submitted, the project will earn a zero.  

· MLA formatting is required.

Project Themes
This section will provide a brief overview of each theme so that students can more specifically understand what each theme means and how to approach research of it in the completion of this project.
Gender Roles looks at the relationship(s) between the genders in social and cultural settings.  

· Research on this theme should consider women’s roles in different societies throughout the world.  Think about what kinds of jobs were women allowed to do both in and outside the home.  Also what events, trends, and individuals caused changes in these roles between 1850 and 1950?  What roles for woman and men remained the same throughout the period?

Political Systems looks at the kinds of governments that were functioning during this era.  

· Research on this theme should consider all the kinds of governments that were in operation during the era.  What kinds of governments were there?  Did certain kinds of governments predominate in certain regions of the world?  Did these change over time?  What was the role of government in protecting individual rights in different regions?  Did this change over time?
Economic Systems is the study of the basic means of achieving economic goals that is inherent in the economic structure of a society. 
· Research should focus on the major economic systems in this era: Capitalism, Socialism, and Communism. Also this group should identify how these systems changed in the era due to events and revolutions occurring during the era.  What remained the same about these systems and what changed over time?  Were these changes limited to specific regions?  Did the role of manufacturing within economies change over time?  
Impact of Technology is the study of how technology has affected relations between countries, regions, in times of warfare, and in everyday life.  Also it looks at how mankind’s technological development has impacted the environment around him.  

· Research should focus on how technology was impacting people at the beginning of the era and then again at the end of the era to identify changes and or continuities in the impact of technology.  Also major technological developments (inventions) should be considered as part of the reasoning why things changes or stayed the same.  
Demography is the study of the characteristics of human populations, such as size, growth, density, distribution, and vital statistics. 

· Research on this topic in determining changes over time and continuities should focus on population growth and decline, migrations, urbanization, and disease flows.  What factors pushed or pulled migration and did these change over time?  What events occurred in the era which caused population growth and or declines?  Why have some populations exploded while others have remained the same?  How has urbanization reflected a change or continuity in this era?  
CCOT Chart Completion Instructions
This section will help each group know how to complete the CCOT chart. 
Characteristics

This section is designed for your group to describe the regions around the world while solely looking at this theme’s topic.  You are looking for at least 3 characteristics that are found in different regions of the world.  A characteristic is a distinguishing trait or quality (a generalization if you will).  An example of this would be in global migrations that migration tended to be from rural to urban.  
Characteristics Examples 
Each group will provide at least 3 specific examples from at least 3 different regions in the world. Make sure that examples form only one region are not provided (as in three different examples from specific countries in Europe only).  
Key Changes within the Time Period

This section requires your group to identify at least 2 major changes in the assigned theme in the era.  Focus on large and or significant changes.

Key Continuities within the Time Period

This section requires your group to identify at least 2 trends/processes/aspects of systems in the assigned theme that remained the same throughout the era.  Focus on large/significant continuities.  This is sometimes harder to do because you are looking for things that you sometimes take for granted, but those are the things that remain the same.  Another way to look at it is to determine what your theme was like at the beginning of the era and see if that changed or remained the same by the end of the era.  
Reasons for Changes or Continuities

For each change or continuity listed in the previous two columns, identify a reason for them.  Number the changes and continuities and put that number next to the reasons to show that you have addressed all of the changes and continuities, some reasons might have more than one number next to them.  Again, especially for continuities, but also for some changes, the reasons might be somewhat vague, but in other cases a specific event can trigger several changes within a period.

CCOT Project Annotated Bibliography Rubric

Requirements
1. Typed, A4 size paper.  1.5 spacing.  Normal margins.
2. Each fully cited source must have an accompanying paragraph or more which specifically identifies what information each source provided that was incorporated into the group’s power point presentation and on the chart.  
3. MLA format is required.  
4. All sources used to make the chart and power point presentation, even those that only contribute 1 single fact/piece of information are to be included in the bibliography.   
5. Do not include sources consulted which were not used at all in any part of the project in the bibliography.  Sources included in the bibliography that are determined to have not been used will cause an automatic 10% reduction in the group’s overall score for each unused source.  This is the reason why the annotations are critical in helping you prove you used a source at least once somewhere in your project.

	Source Annotations

	Each and every entry had an accompanying paragraph attempting to detail all the evidence used from that source in different aspects of the project.  At least one or more were simplistic, vague, and incomplete in detail.  
	Each and every entry recorded listed in the bibliography had an accompanying paragraph articulated specifically how much information each source was use on each piece of the project.

	Fewer than 3 sources were used in different pieces of this project.  The course textbook was counted as 1 of the listed sources 
	At least 3 sources were used in different pieces of this project: only 1 source was from an encyclopedia.  Almost all sources came from the internet and were secondary sources.

	PPT Slides Set Up
	Presentation was not consistent in the amount of information given on each slide or in the kinds of transitions; background color/images clashed with text on 2 or more slides; 1 or more slides contained distracting noise/sounds; too much or too little information was given on each slide (sentence form rather than in bullet point form); 1 or more slides had no real purpose in the presentation


	Presentation was relatively consistent in amount of measured information given on each slide; transitions were relatively consistent on each slide; the background color and or illustrations did not impact the text included on the slide; few distractions were observed.
	Presentation was consistent in amount of measured information given on each slide; phrases or one word concepts were listed in bullet point form on each slide; transitions were consistent on each slide; the background color and or illustrations did not impact the text included on the slide; no distracting sounds or noise was used in the presentation.

	Member Participation
	1 or more group members did not contribute to the presentation in any way; 1 or more members did not elaborate beyond the information given on the slide and or were reading multiple slides and or notes continuously during the presentation; 1 or more members were not businesslike for the duration of the presentation.  

	All group members contributed to a lesser or greater extent during the presentation.  Most members were able to go beyond the information given on each slide.  All members were businesslike during the presentation; minimal reading of slides or of notes by any group member.
	All group members contributed meaningful explanations of analysis or of events during the presentation; there was no one or two leaders as all participated equally.  All members were businesslike.  Almost no reading of any slide from any member of the group.  There were no long pauses during the presentation. 

 

	Overall Effectiveness

of Presentation
	The presentation left many questions unanswered and or did not adequately answer the essential questions of the project for the assigned theme.  There were too few or too many slides used to accomplish this task; many audience members were observed to be bored, sleeping, and or generally not interested in the presentation.  Presentation was less than 9 minutes long so that not enough time was used to adequately review the group’s findings.  

	The presentation adequately answered the essential questions of the project for the assigned theme.  There may have been too few or too many slides to accomplish this task.
