	Anti-monarchy, severe food shortages, industrialization; recession & unemployment; desire for economic & political change, but not as much social change.
	Liberalism, republicanism, and earlier Enlightenment ideas and failed 1830 rebellions
	Abdication of the king, establishment of the second republic, national assembly, barricades, election of Louis Napoleon.
	Abolishment of slavery in French colonies.  Middle classes become more conservative and concerned about property. Women or workers do not gain much.
	Abolishment of French monarchy; universal male suffrage, with an imperial interlude.  All gains by workers (min. wage, etc) taken away.
