Instructions for Writing the Policy Statement

A policy statement sets forth the position of a state on a certain topic.  The topic chosen for you to address is nuclear proliferation. 

Step 1:  Go to the International Atomic Energy Agency’s website, www.iaea.org, and research some general information on your topic.  You definitely want to learn the definition of nuclear proliferation and how it is viewed by the IAEA.  A specific document you might want to consider as you research is found at www.iaea.org/NewsCenter/Focus/cqr_proliferation.pdf.  
Step 2:  Select a country.  Any country that is a member of the UN is fine. You now will be looking at your country’s stand on the issue of nuclear proliferation.  
Step 3:  Go to the UN Website, www.un.org, and look at any resolutions or treaties or documents that have been passed.  Look at how your country stood.

Step 4:  Investigate your country in terms of nuclear proliferation.  Is it a problem or issue there?  Does your country use nuclear power and want to provide it to others or want to possess it?  Is nuclear proliferation considered a “necessary evil” by the citizens of the country you have selected to represent?  What is the stand of your country?  
Step 5:  Attend one of the Policy Statement workshops so that you will know exactly how to write a policy statement.   Policy Workshops will be held:  Tuesday, 16 September during lunch at 12:55pm and 3:00 pm and Wednesday, 17 September at 12:55pm during lunch.  Workshop attendance is not mandatory; however it is strongly recommended.  
Step 6:  Write the statement making sure you follow the format exactly. Remember to attach a bibliography of all documents used. 
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
