1st Semester Exam Note Card
Directions: Paste this in your notebook.  

For the 1st Semester Exam, each student will be allowed to use the notes that are included on (1) one side of a 3x5 index card.   
This is a privilege - not a requirement - accorded to each student so don’t abuse it, complain about it, or argue for more space. 
This note card must be submitted to Mr. Greer by 3:00pm on Monday, 7 December in order to be checked so it could possibly be used on the semester exam on Thursday, 10 December.  

Any note card submitted AFTER 3pm on 7 December will NOT be accepted and may not be used on the exam.

Requirements for the Note Card:

1. Must be a size no larger than 3x5 index card.  See Mr. Greer if you have questions about the size of the card.

2. Information on the card may be typed or handwritten in any size font (limited by the size of the note card) but you may not use any device to help you read your note card.

3. Information may only be included on ONE side of this note card.  Write your NAME on the back of the card when you turn it in.  
4. If some material is sticking out or folds out to be more than what can fit a 3x5 index card, your note card will be rejected so that you cannot use it.  
5. You only have one opportunity to submit your notecard for inspection.  If it is rejected, there are no SECOND chances to redo your notecard before the exam.    
6. If you are unclear on any aspect of these instructions and or don’t know if your index card is a 3x5 size, see Mr. Greer as soon as possible.  

Use of Your Note Card:

1. On the day of your exam – Thursday, 10 December – you will enter the gym and LOOK for your note card on a desk in one of the rows assigned for your class’s exam.  Do not sit at somebody else’s desk where their note card is displayed. 
2. If you did not submit a notecard for the exam, LOOK for a desk that doesn’t have a note card.  Please do not sit at a desk that has a notecard.  

3. You may use your notecard for all parts of the exam. 

4. Your notecard will be recollected when your exam is collected at the end of the exam period.  

What might I put on my notecard? 

You might want to consider including concepts with definitions that you have forgotten. Also including many facts and generalizations grouped around themes would help, especially with the essay part of the exam.  Examples, stats, dates to help you organize your learning might also help.  It’s up to you and can include anything learned in the 1st semester.
