B.  Exam Format – 80 Points:

· 40 Multiple Choice Questions (40pts)
· 1 Essay from a choice of 3 different prompts (40pts) - the essay choices will not be revealed until the exam.    
C.  Exam Content:

1. Information included on this semester’s exam will come from all the content studied in 

· Unit 4 1914 to 1945
· Unit 5 1945 to the Present
2. This means that exam questions and the essay will draw upon all notebook assignments, homework assignments, and projects completed, throughout the semester.

D.  Exam Procedures:
1.  Use of a Notecard during the Exam

· Each student will be allowed to use 2 SIDES of a 5x7 inch notecard on the exam.  This notecard may contain any information studied this semester.  

· It may not be larger than 5x7 inches and may not fold out to a size larger than a 5x7 inch index card.  

· If you want to use a notecard for the exam, it must be submitted to Mr. Greer for approval BEFORE the exam.  This means that your completed notecard will need to be handed in by Monday, 24 May 2010, by 3PM.   The deadline applies to both blocks.  
· Print your name on top right corner of either side of the notecard.  A notecard with no name cannot be used.  
· If a student turns in a notecard after 3pm on Monday, 24 May 2010, it will not be approved for use on the exam.  

· On exam day, when you enter the exam hall (the classroom), look for your notecard.  Sit in that seat.  
· At the conclusion of the exam, turn in your notecard with the rest of your exam.  

· Any student using a notecard which was not approved by Mr. Greer will be given a zero for their exam.
