During the test you will be given one of the following prompts to write so prepare outline reviews of both for homework for next class.  This assignment will be worth 10 points.  
A. Compare and contrast the role that economics played in two (2) of the following regions in the time before the start of World War II.  Make sure to give reasons why for any similarities and differences you identify in this essay.

B. Compare and contrast at least two (2) causes and two (2) consequences of World War I and World War II.  Make sure to give reasons why for the similarities and differences in your essay.  
Note card Instructions for this Test
1. You may use a 2-sided 3 inch x 5 inch notecard on this test.

2. You may include any notes, answers from homework or the notebook which you feel would be necessary to do well on the test on it.  

3. The notecard will be submitted on Tuesday, 2 March, to Mr. Greer for inspection that it meets the requirements already given in class.  You will be given it back to use on the day of the test, Thursday, 4 March.

4. If you do not submit a notecard to Mr. Greer by 3pm on the 2nd, you will not be allowed to use one on the test.

General Study Suggestions
1. As all work assigned is relevant (none of it was “busy” work) to this unit, you should make a plan to systemically review it – causes of WW1 today, consequences of WW1 tomorrow, causes of Russian revolution the next day, causes of the Indian and Turkish revolutions the next day (and so on)
2. Think about the significance of certain events and people’s roles in causes other events to occur so that you can write about that should you receive a question about it.

3. Be able to define major concepts learned and also to explain examples of it.  

4. Arrange to see me during lunch or after school if you have a question about any of this that is not reviewed in class. 

5. REVIEWING 15-25 minutes each night for several days is MUCH more beneficial than 3-4 hours review just the night before the test.  

6. Making concept flash cards, reviewing in groups (as long as you and your partners are serious), retyping your notes, doing those delayed left sides all are effective tactics for reviewing for a major assessment such as your unit test.  

7. Repeating comments made in #1 – this is not a study guide – as EVERYTHING we did in class and that was assigned to you for homework is relevant and thus fair game to be questioned on your test.  YOU should create your own study guide/plan for reviewing this week.
