Students in Modern US History will maintain a binder so that all course handouts, assignments, and readings are sorted and organized into 4 sections in a binder.  These binder checks will be announced in advance of the check and occur once each quarter.  This is a project grade.    
After the initial check in the 1st quarter, students will need to put more recent work in front of already checked work from previous binder checks.  Maintain the same sections as listed below.  In the 2nd semester, the binder can be cleared of 1st semester work.

	Binder Divided 
into 4 Sections
Section dividers should come at the beginning of each section, not at the end.   
	The binder is not divided into sections. Some sections have been combined incorrectly.  
Contains sections without labels.  Begins with a section that has no labeled divider. 
	Sections are labeled but dividers are not used.  Some labeled section dividers are difficult to see/read.  
	Sections are created with dividers and labeled.   
One or more dividers might have graffiti which detract from the neatness of the binder.  
	Sections are created with divider and neatly and clearly labeled: 
· Course information
· Notes

· Assessments
· Homework/Classwork

	Organization
The newest assigned work should come first in each section with the older checked work placed in the back of the section.  
	Papers are all not secured in the binder.  Papers are not found in any order in each section because the date was not written at the top for any of them.   Many documents were found to be located in incorrect sections.  Earlier checked work was mixed up with new work.  
	Papers are somewhat secured in the binder and/or some papers are in order by date with the date written at the top.  Many papers lack a date on them.  
	Papers are mostly secured in the binder.  The binder is easy to open. Papers are in order by date but some dates are missing. 
	All papers are secured in the binder.  The binder is easy to open.  All pages in each section are ordered by a date which was written at the top of each paper.

· Not in Cornell format

· Cornell Recall column not done

· completely missing 
	Some assigned notes are contained in this section. Few of the in-class notes taken were included in this section. Some of the notes taken had dates and or titles.  Some were properly formatted.  Some chronological order was observed.
	All assigned reading notes are contained in this section.  Most of the in-class notes are contained. Most of the notes taken were properly dated, titled, formatted.  All were organized in chronological order.  
	All assigned notes AND notes taken in class are contained in this section.  All notes are dated, titled, formatted, and organized in chronological order.
