Modern United States History Homework Policies
Rationale for Homework
Homework assigned in Mr. Greer’s class serves several purposes.  Homework reinforces concepts studied in class and enhances academic achievement in the course.  Homework is assigned to help students understand and process the concepts and ideas which are studied and to help develop skills taught in the course.  Further, homework is assigned to prepare students for learning which will take place in the next class.    Finally, homework is assigned to provide opportunities for enrichment and elaboration of content.  Students also benefit from doing homework by learning to work independently, in developing organizational/planning skills, and in increased responsibility.  
Homework
· Is normally assigned each time class meets.  

· generally takes between 30 and 45 minutes to complete each time it is assigned (up to an hour when take-home essays are assigned)

· is to be neatly completed on loose-leaf paper or typed on A4 size paper.  Undersized/oversized paper or paper with the tears sticking out when ripped from a notebook will be returned for resubmission.  
· is normally due at the start of the very next class or by 8am if submitted electronically.

· if electronically submitted, must follow the format requirements articulated in the course syllabus.

· is to be placed in the designated class basket at the start of class unless otherwise specified.  
· is normally found on the unit homework assignment calendar.  Each unit calendar is distributed at the beginning of each new unit of instruction and also can be found as a downloadable file on the course webpage on Mr. Greer’s website.
· is the student’s responsibility to complete and, if they are encountering problems, must contact Mr. Greer ahead of time before it is due.  

How is homework evaluated in this class?

· Homework is normally checked for completion except when otherwise noted by the teacher.  

· Assessed homework constitutes 20% of a student’s overall mark each quarter in this course.

· Late submitted homework will earn the following deductions:

· Late submitted homework is defined as homework turned in after the first 2 minutes the class when it was due and or (if applicable) not submitted to www.turnitin.com before 8am the day that assignment was due.  

· Homework submitted 1 calendar day late receives a 25% deduction from the grade earned.

· Homework submitted 2 or more calendar days late and up to the week before the last week of the grading period will receive a 50% deduction of the actual grade earned on it.  
· Missing and late homework will negatively impact the student’s overall achievement.  
B. Missing homework earns no points.  Parents will be able to see how late and missing assignments impact their child’s achievement when they access their child’s grades using PowerSchool.

· If there was an outstanding reason why homework was not completed, a signed note or an email sent from the parent explaining the extenuating circumstances must be submitted on the day the work was due.  
How do students make up missed homework?
· Students who have an excused absence(s) are responsible for making up homework.
· Generally students have as many class days missed to submit missed homework.
· Students should first consult the unit homework assignment calendar and or the course website to see what else they have missed besides the regularly assigned homework noted on the assignment calendar.  
How are parents expected to help with their students’ homework?
· Make homework a top priority for their student.
· Establish a quiet, non-distractive environment for their student to complete their homework.
· Establish a daily homework time.
· Provide supportative feedback when homework is completed.

· Contact Mr. Greer if your child is encountering difficulty with the homework.
