Modern U.S. History ’11-‘12
Assessment Procedure: Red Pen Revision

What is the “red pen method?”
This differentiated assessment procedure enables students to receive immediate feedback on an assessment taken in Modern US History.  When an assessment testing period has expired, students are allowed to review their notes to see if they did well on each assessment question and allowed, should they choose, to revise one or more specific questions using a red or green ink pen during the revision period.  In this manner students who did not do as well as they hoped on a particular question have the opportunity to raise their achievement by augmenting their answer.  Of course, any revised answer will only be scored out of 75%.  
Red Pen Procedure
1. The teacher will announce when students have the opportunity to use their red pens prior to an assessment.  

2. On the day of the assessment, students will need to bring both a black/blue ink pen and a red or green ink pen to class. 

3. Students will take their assessment during the time established for completing it. 

4. Once the official testing period is finished, the teacher will announce to students that they should put down their black or blue pens and may not pick them up again during the red pen revision period.

5. Students may then consult their notes during the prescribed “red pen revision” time.  They may not consult a peer’s notes, the course text, or ask for assistance from a peer during this time.  
6. Students may choose to immediately hand in their assessment.  However, once it has been handed in, it will not be returned to a student during the red pen revision time, should that student determine that they could/should revise one or more of their answers on the assessment. 
7. If a student desires to revise an answer at this time, any modification or addition must be done in red or green ink only.  If a student is caught writing with their black or blue pen during the red pen revision time, their assessment will be collected immediately and the student will earn a zero for that assessment.  
8. A student will only earn 75% of the points for a specific question if they choose to modify their answer in red or green ink during this testing period.  Modification of one particular question does not cause the entire assessment (all questions) to be scored out of 75%.  

9. If a student only looks through their assessment while consulting their notes, but writes nothing on the assessment during the revision period, all questions are scored out of 100%.
