E.  Exam Procedures
1.  Use of a Notecard during the Exam

· Each student will be allowed to use 1 SIDE of a 3 X 5 inch notecard on the exam.  This notecard may contain any information studied this semester.  

· It may not be larger than 3 X 5 inches and may not fold out to a size larger than a 3 X 5 inch index card.  

· If you want to use a notecard for the exam, it must be submitted to Mr. Greer for approval BEFORE the exam.  This means that your completed notecard will need to be handed in by Monday, 7 December, by 3PM.   

· Print your name on the back of the notecard.  

· The deadline applies to both blocks.  If a student turns in a notecard after 3pm on Monday, 7 June, it will not be approved for use on the exam.  

· On exam day, upon entering the gym, look for the rows for Modern World History.  If you have submitted a notecard, look for yours and sit at that seat. Do not sit at a seat with a notecard if you did not submit one.    

· At the conclusion of the exam, turn in your notecard with the rest of your exam.  

· Any student using a notecard which was not pre-approved by Mr. Greer will be given a zero for their exam.  

2.  Completing the Exam

· Use a pencil to answer the multiple choice questions so it’s easy to erase if necessary.

· Use a black or blue ink pen to write your essay.

· Write your name and page number on each piece of essay paper you use.   

· You may write on any portion of the exam – both MC and Essay.

· Take at least 5 minutes to organize and brainstorm before you write your essay.  

3.  Asking for Help


· Each student is allowed 1 question during the exam 

· normally these are questions of clarification on the essay or for a synonym for a word in a MC question 

· do not ask for the format or how to write your essay of if you should write x first and y second, etc.  

· questions for clarification that involve concepts and key terms that were assigned for homework will not answered and the 1 question pass will be taken.   

· Asking for more paper or for tissues are not counted as the 1 question.
