__________________ – a major change in European thought, starting in the 1500s, in which the study of the natural world 
began to be characterized by careful observation and the questioning of accepted beliefs.  
__________________ – logical procedure for gathering and testing ideas using observation and the testing of hypothesis 
(unproven assumptions).
__________________– an 18th Century European movement in which thinkers attempted to apply the principles of reason 
and the scientific method to all aspects of society.

__________________– a 19th Century political theory founded on the natural goodness of humans and the autonomy of the 
individual and favoring civil and political liberties, government by law with the consent of the governed, and protection from arbitrary authority.  Also, an economic theory in favor of laissez-faire, the free market, and the gold standard.

__________________ – a government controlled by its citizens, either directly or through representatives.  

__________________– an economic system in which the factors of production are owned by the public and operate for the 
welfare of all.  

__________________– the belief that people should be loyal to their nation – to people to whom they share a culture 
(language, religion, ethnic group, identity) and history – rather than to a king or empire.
