MUN Travel Team Out-of Country Trip Guidelines

The following are guidelines that all members of the ACS THIMUN delegation must abide by while the delegation is out of the country.

1. Students are to abide by all rules and regulations governing behavior and conduct established by T.H.I.M.U.N., the Novotel Hotel, EMAC and A.C.S.

2.The use of alcohol, tobacco, and non-prescribed drugs by participating students is strictly forbidden.

3.The school’s M.U.N. directors are responsible for supervising A.C.S. students at the conference, at organized activities and en route to and from the Netherlands.  At the directors’ discretion guidelines may be modified.

4. Students are responsible for informing the directors of their whereabouts during unscheduled time.

5. All persons are responsible for the security of their personal effects.

6. Students are required to report to the hotel by a predetermined time for work sessions. Work sessions are held during the day before the conference officially starts and each evening thereafter. On those evenings that no work sessions are planned students are required to be on their hall in the hotel by 10:00 P.M. and in their hotel rooms by 10:45 P.M.  For each minute that a student is late for work sessions or for the 10:00 or 10:45 P.M. deadlines, all students will have 20 minutes deducted from the next evening’s curfew. 

7.  Room checks will be conducted by the directors every night.

8. The dress code for all meetings of the M.U.N. includes dress shoes, a tie and jacket with appropriate trousers (no jeans) for the males. Females are to wear a dress or appropriate pants/top/shoes combination and dress shoes. A.C.S. requires the same for traveling.

9. All laws of the host country are to be adhered to; however, EMAC/ACS rules supercede the laws of the country.

10. Any unusual circumstances or problems which arise during the trip will be reported to the M.U.N. directors as soon as possible.

11. Serious violation of the rules will result, at the discretion of the directors and after informing the parents or guardian, in students being sent home on the next available transport at the parents’ expense.  A.C.S. will apply appropriate disciplinary action upon the student’s return.

12.  EMAC RULES APPLY. Accordingly, any student violating EMAC rules during the trip will be prohibited from participating in all EMAC activities the following school year in addition to disciplinary action.

13.  Parents and students are required to inform the directors of any health concerns or problems that might arise during the course of the trip.

I understand and agree to abide by all of the above stated guidelines. I understand that we will leave Amman on 23 Jan 2009 and return on 31 January 2009. I am responsible for making arrangements with all of my teachers to complete all work that will be missed during the conference.
